We
worked over 2.13 million man hours and ended the year with
13 recordable injuries and a Total Case Incident Rate (TCIR) of
1.22. These aren’t horrible numbers, but we are capable,
trained and equipped to work safer. Remind yourself every day
that what we do is dangerous and make it a point to keep
yourself and your co-workers out of harm’s way.

2022 was a record sales year for Ace. We invoiced over $220
million in revenue and as a result, were recognized by
Engineering News Record Magazine as one of the “Top 50

voted by South Georgia community members) by the Valdosta
Daily Times for the 4th year in a row!
